"Bring Bush & Co. To Justice!" 
 
 In 2006, Canadian singer-songwriter Neil Young called for the 
impeachment of US President George W. Bush "for lying and misleading our 
country into war, abusing all the power that we gave him, and shipping all our 
money out the door. Who's the man who hired all the criminals." Young is 
referring to the Iraq War, launched by Bush in 2003 in violation of international 
law and supported by the British Prime Minister Tony Blair, including torture 
and murder in prisons like Abu Ghraib. the former politicians Bush and Blair 
can no longer be removed from office. However, Neil Young's demand goes 
further, namely the necessary establishment of a separate International 
Criminal Court for the main political instigators of the current wars in the 
Middle East and North Africa. Bush, Blair, and their administrations bear 
primary responsibility for the current situation in the Middle East. Former 
French President Nicolas Sarkozy and British Prime Minister David Cameron 
are the masterminds behind the violations of international law in the start of the 
Libyan civil war of 2011. The criminal court should be established following the 
model of the tribunals for Rwanda and the former Yugoslavia. The US-British 
war in Iraq and the air war in Libya gave rise to the terrorist regime of the 
Islamic State in Iraq, Syria, and Libya, which also carries out major terrorist 
attacks in Europe. Should anyone be wondering why the name of Syrian 
President Bashar al-Assad is missing here, then the names of the rulers of the 
Gulf States and Saudi Arabia should also be added; none of these 
authoritarian-ruled countries possesses parliamentary democracy. And 
Turkey's tolerance of the Islamic State's terrorist militias should also be 
discussed, as well as the Islamic State's oil exports and the sale of parts of the 
destroyed World Heritage sites by the Islamic State and their buyers 
worldwide, and the naming of those profiting from the international arms lobby. 
 And in order to protect citizens in Europe in present time, the Schengen 
Agreement regarding border controls must be suspended until the internal 
security of all member states is restored. The terrorist attacks in Paris against 
the satirical magazine Charlie Hebdo, against the Stade de France football 
stadium in the Parisian suburb of Saint-Denis during the international football 
match between France and Germany, and in and around the Bataclan cultural 
centre in the 10th arrondissement are reason enough to take such measures. 
 However, Sarkozy's demand for total war must be rejected without 
compromise. The two world wars of the 20th century clearly demonstrate 
where total wars lead. 
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
